2 Key changes for 2018
2.1.1 End of Foundation Phase (FP) assessments on the Foundation Phase Profile (FPP):

AoL outcome statements for Language, Literacy & Communication Skills (LCE/ LCW) and Mathematical Development (MDT) were revised in September 2015, following the introduction of the National Literacy and Numeracy Framework (LNF). These revised AoL outcomes become statutory for end of FP assessments for the first time from 2017/18. These revised outcomes are aligned to the FPP. Outcomes for Personal and Social Development, Wellbeing and Cultural Diversity (PSD) have always been aligned to the FPP, as the outcomes for this AoL were not revised.
The FPP is aligned to the revised AoL outcomes for LCE/LCW and MDT. This means schools have the option from 2017/18 to use the FPP to carry out the statutory end of FP assessment for LCE/LCW and MDT in addition to PSD. (It was already possible to use the FPP for the statutory assessment of PSD).

Although the use of the revised AoL outcome statements for LCE/LCW and MDT are statutory for end of FP assessments from 2017/18, the use of the FPP is not. Where schools have chosen to use the FPP for this purpose the AOL outcome should be given a ‘PO’ <ResultQualifier> to distinguish it from assessments determined using a best-fit approach (‘FO’).

Only ‘FO’ <ResultQualifiers> to be submitted in NDC: 
Last year schools were permitted to submit results for PSD with a ‘PO’ <ResultQualifer> which identified that they had been derived from the FPP: Full Profile. 
In September 2017 the sector was informed by WG that they should continue to use an approach of best fit against the outcome descriptors, using the results from the Foundation Phase Profile to inform their judgement as they feel necessary.
Therefore, in 2018 it will not be permissible to submit a ‘PO’ result qualifier for any statutory end of FP assessment submitted in NDC.  All end of FP results submitted in NDC must have an ‘FO’ <ResultQualifier>. The definition of ‘FO’ in NAW_A_COMP has been amended slightly to acknowledge that the FPP may be used to inform a best fit judgement.  
The ‘PO’ <ResultQualifer>, which identifies a result as a FPP Outcome using the Full Profile only, is still available to use within the school for assessments undertaken on the FPP: Full Profile. 
2.1.2 Changes to skill ladder outcome statements for 2017/18:
The wording of outcome statements in 4 skill ladders has been amended following analysis of feedback from a survey of practitioners. This is solely for the purpose of clarification and there is no intention for there to be any fundamental changes to recording of outcomes. The skill ladder titles themselves remain unchanged. The 4 amended skills ladders are included in the Compact Profile, which is used for Baseline Assessments. (All skill ladders in the FPP are included in the Full Profile). They are: 

Mathematical Development (AOL): 

· Reciting and sequencing numbers

· Shape

· Pattern

Language, Literacy and Communication Skills (AOL)

· Oracy – Phonological awareness

FPP – Possible changes to skill ladder outcome statements for 2017/18:

The Welsh Government has been reviewing the FPP and is considering changes to the wording of outcome statements in the following four skill ladders, in relation to meeting their purpose of being clear and progressive:

Mathematical Development (AOL): 

· Shape

· Pattern

· Reciting and sequencing numbers

Language, Literacy and Communication Skills (AOL)

· Oracy – Phonological awareness

These four skill ladders are included in the Compact Profile, which is used for Baseline Assessments. All skill ladders in the FPP are included in the Full Profile. 

These changes are currently being considered and will be consulted on before any changes are confirmed. If any changes are to be made to outcome statements, these are unlikely to be published until the end of August 2017. Suppliers will be notified of any published changes as soon as they are available. Suppliers will also be notified if the Welsh Government decides to leave outcome statements unchanged.

2.1.3
Upcoming Consultation on changes to Welsh Government reporting of Teacher Assessments
The relationship between accountability and assessment is being carefully explored as part of the work being undertaken following Welsh Government’s acceptance of recommendations in ‘Successful Futures’. On 17 July 2017, in relation to this work, Kirsty Williams, Cabinet Secretary for Education issued a Written Statement titled ‘Assessment for Learning’. This statement informs about an upcoming consultation on proposals to cease the publication of teacher assessment and National Reading and Numeracy data below the national level from 2018 onwards. Whilst the proposals, should they be adopted, would result in no change in principle to the collection of teacher assessment data by WG in the NDC, they would result in changes to section 17, ‘Reporting’. Note that the timescale for the consultation is this autumn. We will keep you informed when any other information becomes available.

4 Introduction

This specification is presented as a single document; NAW_A_COMP is provided as a separate document. 
The NAW_A_COMP provides information on components of National Curriculum Assessments as applicable to Wales. The 2018 assessment parameters in the NAW_A_COMP have been updated to reflect change for 2017/18 assessment and National Data Collection (NDC) processes. The full pupil CBDS documentation for Wales is available to download from the SDF area of DEWi at https://www.sdf.dataexchangewales.org.uk/
NAW Modular CBDS_Pupil_1718v1.0.xls and NAW Modular CBDS_School_1718v1.0.xls refer.

This specification is supported by information provided in the National Data Collection and Reporting Arrangements document, copies of which will be provided when published.
5 General Information

5.1.1 Key Dates: The key dates for NDC in 2018 are provisionally set as:

· Specified date on roll:  8 May 2018
· Deadline for submission of completed Foundation Phase (FP) and Key Stage (KS) teacher assessments (TA), to Welsh Government (WG) via DEWi:  8 June 2018
· Deadline for school validation of NDC teacher assessment data:  29 June 2018
5.1.2 Data Export: 
There should be 4 export files, each containing one of the following Teacher Assessment (TA) outcomes: 

BA
- Baseline Assessment 

FO
- end of Foundation Phase 
KS2
- end of Key stage 2 
KS3
- end of Key stage 3
For BA the file must include all pupils:
· who turn 5 during the 2017/18 academic year (1 Sept 2017 – 31 Aug 2018, DOB ranges 2012/09/01 to 2013/08/31), and
· with <EnrolStatus>/(100060) equal to ‘M or ‘C’, and

· on roll on specified date (see 5.1.1).
Therefore ALL pupils captured by the above criteria must be included in data export and as they are eligible for assessment must all have a full and valid set of TA outcomes with a ‘BA’ <ResultQualifier>/(100332) code.
There is only one statutory BA for each pupil. Therefore only one set of BA outcomes should exist or be sent for each pupil. BA outcomes should be coded ‘BA’ in the <ResultQualifier>/(100332).  Any assessments undertaken after or before the statutory BA will be non-statutory and should not be sent to WG and should not be coded ‘BA’ in the <ResultQualifier>/(100332).  Codes available for use for assessments in the FP can be found in NAW_A_COMP 2018 v1.0.  

Pupils entering less than 6 weeks before the on roll date: Schools are required to complete BAs and submit outcomes for pupils who begin school less than 6 weeks before the on roll date. As there is over 7 weeks between the on roll date (8 May 2018) and the final deadline for the NDC validation period (29 June 2018) there is sufficient time to complete assessments for these pupils for inclusion in NDC. 
Pupils moving from schools in other countries: Pupils who have already attended school in other countries are required to have a BA during the first 6 weeks of beginning school in Wales, if they begin during the academic year they turn 5. 
For FO, KS2 and KS3 the file must include all pupils with an NCY (as taught and as reported via CBDS item <NCyearActual>/(100068) as below) and with <EnrolStatus>/(100060) equal to ‘M or ‘C’ and on roll on specified date (see 5.1.1):
· FO
– pupils reaching the end of NCY2 
· KS2
– pupils reaching the end of NCY6
· KS3
– pupils reaching the end of NCY9
Therefore ALL pupils captured by the above criteria must be included in data export and as they are eligible for assessment must all have a full and valid set of TA outcomes.
5.1.3 Dual Registration: Where pupils are dual registered then the following logic applies when agreeing which school should report data for these pupils:

· Where a pupil is dual registered at a Mainstream school and a Pupil Referral Unit (PRU) or a Special school then it is the responsibility of the setting where the pupil is taught for the majority of time to report the pupil’s TA outcomes. 
· Software should reference the enrolment status to identify if a dual registered pupil should be included in the return. Suppliers should select pupils in the relevant NCY group (FO, KS2, KS3 files) or age (BA file) and where <EnrolStatus>/(100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’. 
· Main registered (M) PRU pupils’ results may be submitted for TA.
5.1.4 Welsh Language: The requirement to provide TA for Welsh first language will be indicated by the response to the PLASC question on pupils’ study of Welsh at school (CBDS item number <StudyWelsh>/190053) for FO, KS2 and KS3. For details on statutory requirements for BA see section below.
BA

· Only one language assessment should be provided for BA.
· Details about how to determine whether a LCW or LCE BA is statutory for a pupil can be found in: FPP Handbook and the Statutory assessment arrangements for the Foundation Phase and end of Key Stages 2 and 3 – 2017/18 (published November 2017 Due to be published in September 20178).  
· Systems will need to ensure that the statutory BA AoL has a ‘BA’ <ResultQualifier>/(100332) code and is exported (as per rules at section 5.1.2).  The following <ResultQualifier>/(100332) codes discriminate between statutory and non-statutory BAs:
· Statutory BAs: ‘BA’ code

· Non-statutory: ‘CA’ code  
Details on <ResultQualifier> codes available for use in the FP can be found in NAW_A_COMP.
· Validation rules will only allow submission of either LCE or LCW, not both.  <StudyWelsh> will not be included in the BA export file and will therefore not be used for any validation rules for LCE and LCW.
FO
· Only one language assessment should be provided for FO
· For FO (NCY2) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Language, literacy and communication skills (in Welsh) LCW is required.
· For FO (NCY2) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’ Language, literacy and communication skills (in English) LCE is required
· For FO calculation for FPI follow the logic:
Either LCW or LCE will be entered. Use this to calculate the FPI. 

KS2

· For KS2 (NCY6) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Cymraeg AND English are required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is NOT required.
· For KS2 (NCY6) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, English is required. NB Assessing and reporting of Welsh Second Language is a non-core requirement – pupils must be assessed and schools must publish the results in reports to parents. It is not however mandatory for schools to submit the results in their NDC returns. (See section 15 for further clarification).
· For KS2, calculation of CSI follow the logic:


If only one of English/Cymraeg is entered then use to calculate CSI


If both English and Cymraeg are entered then use the highest to calculate CSI.
KS3

· For KS3 (NCY9) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Cymraeg AND English are required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is NOT required.
· For KS3 (NCY9) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, English is required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is a non-core requirement – pupils must be assessed and schools must submit the results at an individual level.
· For KS3 calculation of CSI follow the logic:

If only one of English/Cymraeg is entered then use to calculate CSI

If both English and Cymraeg are entered then use the highest to calculate CSI.

5.1.5 Valid Codes: are set out in the NAW_A_COMP. 
· Validation checks are provided as an xslt file

· Validation CBDS version 1718.3.0 (version number to be confirmed) will contain all validation relevant to this collection. 
5.1.6 Pupils who are New to an English/Welsh Based Education System (NEWBES):
· NEWBES guidance applies to FO, KS2 and KS3.
· NEWBES guidance does not apply to BA. 
· There is no separate data collection for details of pupils who are NEWBES.
· Separate guidance is provided detailing the circumstance where a pupil who is NEWBES may be excluded from the calculation of aggregate school statistics. 

· All pupils who meet the criteria for exclusion from aggregate statistics must be flagged and a valid date of entry recorded in their pupil record. These pupils should be assessed, and their assessment outcomes reported to parents and submitted in the pupil level NDC file.
· The ‘date of entry’ (CBDS data item <DateEntry> 100059) definition was revised in June 2015.  This revision is reflected in Pupil CBDS 2017/18 v1.0 and is defined as: the pupil ‘entered a United Kingdom (UK) education system’ on or after the start of the 2016/2017 school year, i.e. on or after the 1 September 2016. 

· By correctly flagging the pupil record in the MIS to indicate that the pupil has NEWBES status and entering a valid date of entry (of within the previous two academic years), then results for NEWBES pupils will be excluded from school aggregate reports. WG provides functionality within the xslt reporting software provided to suppliers to exclude only pupils with a NEWBES status and date of entry within the valid period for exclusion from school results i.e. the pupil arrived in a UK education system on or after 1 September 2016. Validation checks that report errors for pupils with NEWBES status and invalid date of entry were removed in 2010 to allow a pupil’s record to retain the NEWBES flag for historical record.
Extension of the NEWBES status: In May 2016, the WG issued further NEWBES guidance in the ‘School Performance Reporting - Bulletin 1’, about the discretion available to LAs to extend the NEWBES status period in certain situations where a pupil leaves the UK and subsequently returns. This bulletin can be found here:

Where a decision has been made to extend a pupil’s NEWBES status, the pupil will need to remain correctly flagged in school MIS as meeting the NEWBES criteria and their date of entry changed as appropriate.  Any pupil who has a date of entry earlier than 1 September 2016 (i.e. over the two‑year time period) will be included in school and LA-aggregations. 
Please note, extensions to the NEWBES status will be monitored by WG and unusual patterns will be followed up with the LA.
5.1.7 Revisions

· In the event of revisions to this NDC file specification being required, a new specification document will be provided with a new sequential version number.

· A revised version of the Pupil CBDS 2017/18 v1.0  will be released to clarify any changes made to the national curriculum orders and assessment requirements for 2018. This document will NOT be re-issued unless changes are made specifically to it. 

· The Issues Log in section 3 summarises the amendments made in each new version.

5.1.8 xslt validation and reporting

· WG will provide xslt validation and reporting tools for use by all suppliers of school MIS providing NDC functionality. These files are released to suppliers in the autumn term 2017 and will include an xslt template for a school BA validation report to be produced by school MIS. An example of this report is at Annex A.
6 Required functionality

6.1.1 The purpose of the software to which this specification applies is to facilitate the electronic collection of BA, end of FP and end of KS TAs from schools at pupil level. 

6.1.2 The software should form part of the basic or standard packages offered by suppliers to schools and should offer the functionality for BA, FP, KS2 and KS3 to:

· Undertake data entry, through a simple data entry screen, of the assessment components indicated as required in the NDC components file.
· Undertake optional (at user’s discretion) additional data entry of assessment components indicated as optional in the NDC components file (e.g. at Attainment Target (AT) level).
· Calculate subject levels and other derived items from data provided where appropriate (See sections 9, 10, 11,12).
· For FP clear separation of the statutory BA, and statutory end of FP (PSD only) outcomes from any non-statutory assessments undertaken using the FPP.  Details on <ResultQualifier> codes available for use in the FP can be found in NAW_A_COMP. These can be used to distinguish between statutory and non-statutory BA assessments and assessments using and not using FPP.
· Utilise existing pupil information held within schools MIS to minimise burdens. Provide a simple export routine to allow transfer of pupil assessment outcomes, in xml format, for BA, FO, KS2 and KS3 to the local authority.
· Produce pupil level and/or school level standard reports to meet statutory minimum reporting requirements. 

· For BA and FO enable the option to enter information relating to pupil performance in language, literacy and communication skills in EITHER LCE or LCW
· For KS2 and KS3 enable the option to enter information relating to pupil performance in BOTH English and Cymraeg subjects – optional facility at individual school discretion.

·  Resubmit data to correct errors beyond the end of the academic year.

6.1.4 The Data Exchange Wales initiative (DEWi) provides on line, real time validation and secure file exchange functionality to all schools and local authorities in Wales. All schools will be required to upload their NDC files for BA, FO, KS2 and KS3 to the DEWi system from where local authorities will carry out initial validation before authorising the WG to download a copy of the validated file. Local authorities will be able to access the data for schools they maintain from the DEWi system.
7 Notes on software requirements 
Allowable data values for each data item are indicated by the NAW Modular CBDS_Pupil_1718v1.0.xls and NAW Modular CBDS_School_1718v1.0.xls, and accompanying lookup tables (see example file section 13). 

Valid outcome codes for all National Curriculum Assessments in Wales are indicated in the NAW_A_COMP for academic year 2016/17. A summary of the valid TA and AT outcome codes is provided at section 17.
7.1 School Output Files – BA, FO, KS 2 and 3 
7.1.1 For BA:

Pupils who turn 5 during the 2017/18 academic year (1 Sept 2017 – 31 Aug 2018, DOB ranges 2012/09/01 to 2013/08/31) and who are on roll as at the second Tuesday in May of the academic year of assessment (2017/18 this is 8 May) must be included in the export of NDC data. That is, the school where the pupil is on roll on 8 May 2017 must submit their results.  

NB: only one set of BA outcomes should exist or be sent for each pupil.  BA outcomes should be coded ‘BA’ in the <ResultQualifier>/(100332).  Any assessments undertaken before or after the first BA will be non-statutory and should not be sent to WG and should not be coded ‘BA’ in the <ResultQualifier>/(100332).  
Export is not to be based on NCY for the BA file.
For FO, KS2 and KS3:
Pupils taught in the appropriate NCY and on roll as at the second Tuesday in May of the academic year of assessment (2017/18 this is 8 May) must be included in the export of NDC data. That is, the school where the pupil is on roll on 8 May 2018 must submit their results.

· turn 5 during the 2017/18 academic year (1 Sept 2017 – 31 Aug 2018, DOB ranges 2012/09/01 to 2013/08/31) and <EnrolStatus>/(100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’

ALL pupils captured by the export criteria must be included in data export and as they are eligible for assessment must all have a full and valid set of TA outcomes.  

Non core data is mandatory for reporting at pupil level at KS3.

Non core data for Welsh Second Language is optional for submission at pupil level at KS2 but is required for reporting to parents. Suppliers are requested to consider offering the facility for schools to enter the individual AT values for Welsh Second Language into their MIS, and for the MIS to calculate the subject level automatically from this data using the weightings included in the NAW_A_COMP. See section 11 KS 2 File Components for further details.

7.1.3 The header <AcademicYear> has been included to indicate the academic year (i.e. the calendar year in which the academic year of assessment commenced).

7.1.4 Output formats are provided as relevant to BA, FO, KS2 and KS3 for files produced by school systems.
7.2 User Requirements

7.2.1 Data entry facilities should exist for entry of the TA components included in the NDC. Every effort should be made to make data entry as simple and user friendly as possible reducing the need for training and support on specialist modules.
7.2.2 Systems should limit user selection options to only those relevant to the specific pupil group.

7.2.3 Systems should automatically present the pupils as per the appropriate NCY group, date on roll and enrolment status (see section 7.1.1 above). 
7.2.4 For BA, FO, KS2 and KS3, users should not have the ability to select or deselect pupils outside of the specified group for export to the NDC process or for calculation of school level statistics.
7.2.5 Data entry facilities should form part of suppliers’ standard or basic bundles; the use of specialist or additional cost modules should be optional at school level. 
7.2.6 At KS2 and KS3 AT data is required for some core subjects and is optional for some non-core subjects. Software should offer functionality to record data at AT level and automatically calculate subject levels.
7.2.7 Calculation of KS2 and KS3 National Curriculum Levels from AT information should be rounded as follows:

7.2.8 For 2017, The use of the Foundation Phase Profile (FPP) is mandatory for BA but optional at all other times during FP. Schools have the option to use the FPP to inform for statutory end of phase assessment for a single AOL: PSD, and from 2018 LCE/LCW and MDT. All end of FP assessments submitted in NDC should have an ‘FO’ <ResultQualifer>. The definition of ‘FO’ was amended slightly in  NAW_A_COMP 2017/18 to acknowledge that the FPP may be used to inform a best fit judgement. and to submit this for NDC. Any other assessment data derived from using the FPP must not be sent to WG. 
7.2.9 In 2016-17 A BA must be completed for eligible pupils, within a specified 6 week timeframe, and must only be calculated from skill ladders included in the Compact Profile. Calculations for AoLs in the statutory BA which are to be reported in NDC are included in NAW_A_COMP for academic year 2017/18. 

7.2.10 The attached NDC Components file provides details of the mandatory (M) and optional (O) assessment components to be entered, exported, calculated and reported for the BA, FO, KS2 and KS3. 
7.2.11 Additional information including sample report layouts is provided in the National Data Collection and Reporting Arrangements document, which will be available on the WG website in due course.
7.2.12 Welsh language users of some software have identified a need to have input screens in dual language. Translations will be provided on request and suppliers are requested to consider offering Welsh language versions where possible.
7.2.13 Reports should use the correct number of pupils according to FP or KS and language as the denominator when calculating percentages for aggregate reporting. 
· At FO, where pupils have been assessed in LCW the number of pupils with a valid LCW TA should be used as the denominator. Where pupils have been assessed in LCE the number of pupils with a valid LCE TA should be used as the denominator
· At KS2 and KS3 the whole cohort of pupils eligible for assessment should be used as the denominator for ENGLISH

· At KS2 and KS3 the number of pupils with a valid TA for Cymraeg should be used as the denominator for CYMRAEG (Welsh first language)
A chapter giving details and examples for statutory reports is included at section 17.
7.2.14 Calculation of statutory reports should EXCLUDE data for pupils marked as NEWBES and with a valid date of entry in their pupil record. Their results should be omitted and they should NOT be included in the pupil denominator.
7.2.15 Partial files: all xml files must contain valid results for all mandatory NDC components according to the appropriate NCY.

14 FP Non Statutory Data
14.1 The Foundation Phase Profile (FPP)

14.1.1 Schools have the option to use the FPP to inform for the statutory end of FP assessment of PSD from 2016 and of LCE or LCW and MDT from 2018. All end of FP assessments submitted in NDC should have an ‘FO’ <ResultQualifer>. The definition of ‘FO’ was amended slightly in  NAW_A_COMP 2017/18 to acknowledge that the FPP may be used to inform a best fit judgement. It should not be used however for the statutory end of FP assessment of LCE, LCW or MDT until 2018. 
The FPP may also be used on a non-statutory basis for assessment of PSD, LCE, LCW, MDT and PDT at any time throughout the FP, to track the progress of pupils between BA (or before) and end of FP. 
14.1.2 AoL score and outcomes can be generated for 3 different combinations of skill ladders:

· Compact Profile: 

· Using only the Compact Profile skills ladders for each AoL 

· Statutory (from 2015-16): for eligible pupils, within a specified 6 week timeframe for BA.
· Non-statutory: at all other times during FP or within the specified 6 weeks for non-statutory LCE or LCW BA (see section 5.1.4). 

· Full Profile: 


· Non-statutory: using all skills ladders (inclusive of Compact Profile skill ladders). 
· The FPP, Full Profile can also be used to inform on a statutory basis for end of FP assessment of PSD only, LCE or LCW and MDT. (NB, all end of FP assessments submitted in NDC should have an ‘FO’ <ResultQualifer>).
· WG recommends that if the FPP is used on a non-statutory basis for an end of phase assessment then the Full Profile should be used. 

· Customised Profile:
· Non-statutory: using a combination of skills ladders (minimum of all Compact up to maximum of all Full). 
· The Customised Profile is most likely to be used in NCY R through to NCY 2 should teachers wish to carryout assessments on one or more Full Profile skills ladders in an AoL in addition to statutory BA Compact skills ladders.
14.1.3 AoL Progress
The FPP can be used to track pupil progress during the FP.  AoL progress scores are derived from the AoL score which allows for finer increments of progress to be measured than is possible from the AoL Outcome.  The difference (one minus the other) in AoL progress scores between each AoL assessment provides an indication of pupil progress.  The methods of determining scores for progress can be found in NAW_A_COMP.
14.1.4 NAW_A_COMP defines:
· the process and rules for calculating AoL scores, AoL Outcomes and AoL progress on each of the 3 Profiles
· assessment components for AoL scores and AoL Outcomes

14.1.5 The FPP assesses pupils’ skills and produces outcomes for only 4 of the 7 AoLs taught in FP:

· PSD

· LCW or LCE

· MDT

· PDT

14.1.6 Schools are required to provide a narrative report to parents for all 7 AoLs at the end of each school year. However, there is no statutory requirement to report a numerical outcome to parents for the 4 AOLs assessed using the FPP in any year (including statutory BA) unless:
· specifically requested, or

· a school has chosen to use the FPP to inform for the statutory end of FP assessment of PSD, LCE or LCW and MDT in NCY2, in which case this numerical outcome must be reported in NDC and to parents.
14.2 FO – End of Foundation Phase Outcomes

14.2.1 The following FP AoLs may not be ascribed a numerical FO, as this is not required for reporting to WG. However, numerical FOs may be allocated for these AoLs by the school:
· Creative development (CRD)
· Physical development (PDT)
· Knowledge and understanding of the world (KUW)
· Welsh language development (WLD)
Schools are required to provide a narrative report to parents for these AoLs. 

From 2017 the option to submit end of FP outcomes for CRD, PDT, KUW and WLD in NDC was removed. These can not no longer be submitted in NDC. This option has been removed.

15 KS 2 Non Core Data
15.1 KS2 schools are required to assess pupils, and report the outcome of that assessment to parents, for Welsh Second Language for pupils not studying Cymraeg. 

15.1.1 Pupils are assessed, and their results reported to parents, at the end of KS2 in their ‘statutory language’, plus English as a second language or Welsh Second Language as appropriate.
Thus, the valid combinations for assessment, reporting to parents and NDC are:
· Where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to “1,” the statutory language is Welsh, therefore assess:
· Welsh First Language (Cymraeg)
· English

Submission of both results within the NDC file is required

· Where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to “1” the statutory language is English, therefore assess:

· English

· Welsh Second Language
· Submission of English results within the NDC file is required. 
Submission of Welsh Second Language results within the NDC file is optional.

16 KS 3 Non Core Data

16.1 KS3 schools are required to assess pupils, and report the outcome of that assessment to parents, in each of the non-core subjects. 

16.1.1 Pupils are assessed, and their results reported to parents, at the end of KS3 in their ‘statutory language’, plus English as a second language or Welsh Second Language as appropriate.
Thus, the valid combinations for assessment, reporting to parents and NDC are:

· Where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to “1” the statutory language is Welsh, assess:

· Welsh First Language (Cymraeg)
· English

Submission of both results within the NDC file is required.
· Where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to “1” the statutory language is English, assess:

· English
· Welsh Second Language
Submission of both results within the NDC file is required.
17 Reporting

17.1 Where suppliers opt to provide reports the following should apply:
· The WG will review sample reports provided and provide Welsh language translations if required for any reports produced from school MIS.
· Performance statistics for Wales 2017 will be provided during autumn 2017 via StatsWales https://statswales.wales.gov.uk/Catalogue.
· Due to different approaches used by suppliers and to ensure consistency in reporting in both languages, suppliers may choose how best to denote CSI /FPI attainment to suit their system, providing it is made clear to parents what is being reported.

17.2 Notes on the preparation of comparative reports

The statutory requirement is for schools to include in their reports to parents, Governors’ Annual Report and School Prospectus the most recent School Comparative Report provided, via DEWi, to schools by WG.
MIS suppliers should note, therefore, that any comparative reports they opt to provide will not satisfy the statutory requirement for reporting comparative information.

17.2.1 FO 

At end of FP, pupils are required to be assessed in one language only for their FO; this is indicated by their response to <StudyWelsh>/(190053).

· All reports should be available in both English and Welsh.

· When reporting aggregates, percentages should be rounded to the nearest whole number. NB: 0.5 rounds up.

· At KS2, to avoid issues of disclosure, performance at levels 6, 7, 8 and EP are reported as one figure under the heading of ‘Level 6+’ or ‘Level 6 or above’.

· Whilst the statutory requirement for reporting to parents on individual pupil performance does not require ALL AT information to be reported, schools are expected to be able to comply with a request to provide this information within 15 school days of receipt of the request. As such, suppliers may wish to offer additional functionality to report all AT information where entered.
· Pupils reaching the end of KS2 or KS3 will be assessed against the new National Curriculum orders. Assessment, reporting and NDC for these pupils may result in the recording of National Curriculum Outcomes 1, 2 or 3.
· In order to avoid confusion for school staff recording and reporting this information, and to minimise impact on suppliers, C, B, and A are used to represent the National Curriculum Outcomes 1, 2 and 3 within software functionality.

· Calculation of statutory reports should EXCLUDE data for pupils legitimately marked as NEWBES with a valid date of entry in their pupil record. Their results should be omitted and they should NOT be included in the pupil denominator. For example:

17.3 Individual Pupil Reports

17.3.1 It is the duty of the head teacher to ensure that FO assessment and National Curriculum TAs are reported to parents. This is covered under the Regulations 2011 No. 1943 (W.210), The Head Teacher’s Report to Parents and Adult Pupils (Wales) Regulations 2011.

17.3.2 Reports to parents should be available within standard software in both English and Welsh. Provision of all other reports in English and Welsh is optional at the discretion of individual suppliers although we are aware that schools and local authorities would welcome this functionality. 
17.3.3 There is no statutory requirement to report BA outcomes to parents. Reporting the numerical outcomes for the 4 BA AoLs to parents is optional, unless a parent specifically requests them. However schools are required to provide narrative comment to parents on all 7 AoLs taught in FP in each year of FP. 

17.3.4 Individual pupil results should be reported for the following components:
(a) FP
An FO will be awarded in each of the following AoLs:
· Personal and social development, well-being and cultural diversity
· Language, literacy and communication skills (in Welsh) or Language, literacy and communication skills (in English)

· Mathematical development

The following AoLs will be reported to parents in the form of a narrative end of year written report, and may be attributed an FO as optional:
· Creative development

· Physical development

· Knowledge and understanding of the world

· Welsh language development

17.4 School Comparative Report

Two levels of reporting will be provided via DEWi in 2018 for end of FP, KS2 and KS3:
· School Comparative Report - At time of upload of a completed NDC file, schools will be able to download a graphic comparative report showing their 2018 results against local authority and national results for 2017.
· School Comparative report with Benchmarking - On completion of the collection and validation period, schools will be able to access an updated graphical comparative report showing their results against 2018 local authority and national results. This second report will also include 2018 benchmarked performance for the school.

Samples of the reports for 2018 will be published in the National Data Collection and Reporting Arrangements 2017/18 in spring term 2018. 
There is no expectation that school software will be able to produce these graphical reports, given the inclusion of results over time and benchmark analysis.

School B has 70 pupils being assessed at the end of KS3





20 pupils are assessed for Cymraeg first language of which 3 are assessed at Level 4, 10 are assessed at Level 5, and 7 at Level 6





The denominator for calculating percentage at each level is 20, therefore:





15% are at level 4 (3 / 20 * 100)


50% are at level 5 (10 /20 * 100)


35% are at level 6 (7 / 20 * 100)





All 70 pupils receive a teacher assessment for English of which 2 are assessed as level ‘C’ (National Curriculum Outcome 1), 3 are assessed at Level 2, 14 are assessed at Level 4, 41 are assessed at Level 5, and 10 at Level 6.





The denominator for calculating percentage at each level is 70, therefore:





3% are at level C (National Curriculum Outcome 1) (2 / 70 * 100)


4% are at level 2 (3 / 70 * 100)


20% are at level 4 (14 / 70 * 100)


59% are at level 5 (41 / 70 * 100)


14% are at level 6 (10 / 70 * 100)














School B has 31 pupils being assessed at the end of KS2. Of these pupils, two have arrived from a non-English or Welsh based education system within the last two years.
