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1 Key changes for 2014
National Numeracy Tests

1.1.1 The National Numeracy Test (NNT) consists of two separate elements:

· National Numeracy Procedural Test (NNPT) 
· National Numeracy Reasoning Test (NNRT).  
1.1.2 The abbreviation NNT, when used throughout this document, should be taken to mean both the NNPT and NNRT.
1.1.3 In May 2013 the NNPT was introduced on a statutory basis.  Results for this test in 2013 were collected by NFER (National Foundation for Educational Research).  
1.1.4 From May 2014 pupils will be required to sit the NNRT as well as the NNPT.  Results for both elements of the NNT (NNPT and NNRT) will be collected as part of the NDC process in 2014. 
1.1.5 There will be a NNPT and a NNRT paper for every pupil in each NC year 2 through to 9.  The intention is that the following details will be input to school MIS for each pupil for each test and submitted to DEWi as part of the NDC routine:

· raw score
· test paper sat 
· result date (date of the test)
1.1.6 For NNPT DEWi will calculate an age standardised score, progress score and the difference between the progress scores in 2013 and 2014.  This latter score will be referred to as the ‘progress score difference’ throughout this document.  Data already held by WG for 2013 will be used along with data collected via NDC in 2014 to calculate the progress score difference.  
1.1.7 For NNRT DEWi will calculate an age standardised score and progress score for each pupil.  As this is the first year of statutory testing the progress score difference cannot be calculated in 2014.  

1.1.8 Once calculated in DEWi, the NNT age standardised scores, progress scores and progress score difference (for NNPT only) for 2014 will be available for download in one import file by schools for import to their MIS. 
1.1.9 Schools were provided standardised scores and progress scores for NNPT tests for 2013 by NFER in an Excel spreadsheet.   This data will also be available for schools to download in 2014 via DEWi as an import file.  Suppliers may therefore wish add the facility to allow schools to import, store and access this data in their MIS.   
1.1.10 In principle WG are happy to share the XSLT used by DEWi to generate age standardised, progress scores and progress score difference from raw scores with MIS suppliers, but this is unlikely to be available until spring term 2014 and we would wish to ensure that there is no scope for variation in the calculation of these measures. 
1.1.11 Our preference would be for school MIS NOT to be able to calculate these data in 2014.
National Reading Tests
1.1.12 These tests were introduced and collected as part of NDC in 2013.  

1.1.13 As in 2013, DEWi will continue to calculate an age standardised score and progress score from data collected via NDC in 2014.  In addition, DEWi will also calculate the progress score difference for each pupil in 2013 and 2014.  Data already held by WG for 2013 will be used along with data collected via NDC in 2014 to calculate the progress score difference.  All three scores will be submitted to WG and will be available for download via import file by schools for import to their MIS.  
1.1.14 In principle WG are happy to share the XSLT used by DEWi to generate age standardised, progress scores and progress score difference from raw scores with MIS suppliers, but this is unlikely to be available until spring term 2014 and we would wish to ensure that there is no scope for variation in the calculation of these measures. 
1.1.15 Our preference would be for school MIS NOT to be able to calculate these data in 2014.

The 2014 assessment parameters in the NAW_A_COMP extract (see section 17) have been updated to reflect change for 2013/14 assessment and National Data Collection (NDC) processes.
The specification is supported by information provided in the National Data Collection and Reporting Arrangements document, copies of which will be provided as soon as they are published.
General Information

3.1.1 Tests: Since May 2013, all learners in NC year 2-9 have been required to sit a National Reading Test (NRT) and National Numeracy Procedural Test (NNPT).  From May 2014 these pupils will also be required to sit National Numeracy Reasoning Tests (NNRT).  Results for NRT were collected via NDC in 2013.  From 2014 NRT and NNT results will be collected via NDC.
3.1.2 Key Dates: The key dates for NDC in 2014 are provisionally set as:

· Specified date on roll: 13 May 2014
· NRT and NNT are likely to take place during a 2 week period in May 2014.
· Deadline for submission of completed Key Stage (KS) teacher assessments (TA), and NRT and NNT raw scores to Welsh Government (WG) via DEWi: 13 June 2014
· Deadline for school validation of all NDC data (including NRT and NNT): 4 July 2014
3.1.3 Data Export: ALL pupils with a NC year (as taught and as reported via CBDS item reference 100068/<NCyearActual> as below) and with <EnrolStatus> (100060) equal to ‘M or ‘C’ will be included in data export and must have a full and valid set of TA outcomes, NNT  and NRT raw score, test paper sat and date of test:
· FO – pupils reaching the end of  their 2nd NC year 
· KS2 – pupils reaching the end of their 6th NC year

· KS3 – pupils reaching the end of their 9th NC year
· NRT – pupils in each NC year 2 to 9
· NNPT – pupils in each NC year 2 to 9
· NNRT – pupils in each NC year 2 to 9
For NRT and NNT it is imperative that the correct date of test is entered by schools as this is part of the calculation in DEWi that produces the progress and standardised score.
Additionally, ALL pupils with a NC year of 11 and/or aged 15 as at 31 August 2013 and ALL pupils aged 17 as at 31 August 2013 on roll at the specified date above, and with <EnrolStatus> (100060) equal to ‘M or ‘C’, will be included in data export for the KS3 return. No assessment data is required for these pupils.

3.1.4 Dual Registration: Where pupils are dual registered then the following logic applies when agreeing which school should report data for these pupils:

· Where a pupil is dual registered at a Mainstream school and a Pupil Referral Unit (PRU) then it is the responsibility of the setting where the pupil is taught for the majority of time to report the pupil’s TA outcomes, NNT and NRT data. 
· Where a pupil is dual registered at a Mainstream school and a Special school then it is the responsibility of the school where the pupil is taught for the majority of time to report the pupil’s TA outcomes, NNT and NRT data.
· Software should reference the enrolment status to identify if a dual registered pupil should be included in the return. Suppliers should select pupils in the relevant NC year group and where <EnrolStatus> (100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’.  
· A Main registered (M) PRU pupils’ results may be submitted for TA and NRT and NNT in 2014 – it is hoped the majority will use an MIS, but some may continue to use contingency spreadsheets

3.1.5 Welsh Language: 
KS2 and KS3: The requirement to provide TA for Welsh first language (Cymraeg) will be indicated by the response to the PLASC question on pupils’ study of Welsh at school (CBDS item number <StudyWelsh>/190053). 

NRT: Tests are available in both English and Welsh (but not Welsh Second Language (WSL)).  Testing in English/Welsh or both is indicated by the response to PLASC question on pupils’ study of Welsh at school (CBDS item number <StudyWelsh>/190053).

NNT: English and Welsh versions of these tests are available.  The content of these tests is the same and therefore pupils can sit whichever test schools deem appropriate irrespective of their <StudyWelsh>/(190053) code.  Only one test is to be sat by a pupil during the test window.  This is the test that should be submitted in NDC.
FO
· For FO (NC year group 2) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Language, literacy and communication skills (in Welsh) LCW is required.
· For FO (NC year group 2) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to 1 equal to ‘2’, Language, literacy and communication skills (in English) LCE is required
· FO has a single language assessment in relation to Welsh/English

· For FO calculation for FPI follow logic:
Either LCW or LCE will be entered then use to calculate the FPI 

KS2

· For KS2 (NC year group 6) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Cymraeg AND English are required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is NOT required.
· For KS2 (NC year group 6) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, English is required. NB Assessing and reporting of Welsh Second Language is a non-core requirement – pupils must be assessed and schools must publish the results in reports to parents. It is not however mandatory for schools to submit the results in their NDC returns. (See section 14.1.2. for further clarification).
· For KS2 calculation of CSI follow logic:

If only one of English/Cymraeg is entered then use to calculate CSI

If both English and Cymraeg are entered then use the highest to calculate CSI.
KS3

· For KS3 (NC year group 9) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is equal to ‘1’, Cymraeg AND English are required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is NOT required.
· For KS3 (NC year group 9) pupils where <StudyWelsh>/(190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, English is required. NB Submission of Welsh Second Language is a non-core requirement – pupils must be assessed and schools must submit the results at an individual level.
· For KS3 calculation of CSI follow logic:

If only one of English/Cymraeg is entered then use to calculate CSI

If both English and Cymraeg are entered then use the highest to calculate CSI.
NRT: 

· In NC year 2 where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is equal to ‘1’, NRT raw score to be provided for Welsh language (Cymraeg) Reading test only. 

· In NC year 2, where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is NOT equal to 1 equal to ‘2’, NRT raw score to be provided for English language Reading test only. 

· In NC year 3, where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, NRT raw score to be provided for English language Reading test only.
· In NC year 3, where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is equal to ‘1’, NRT raw score must be provided for Welsh language (Cymraeg) and MAY be provided for English language Reading test but is optional at the discretion of the school.
·  In NC years 4 – 9, where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is equal to ‘1’, NRT raw score to be provided for Wlsh language (Cymraeg) and English Reading tests.

· In NC years 4 – 9, where <StudyWelsh>/190053) is NOT equal to ‘1’, NRT raw score to be provided for English Reading tests only.

3.1.6 Valid Codes: are set out in the NAW_A_COMP extract at section 17.
· Validation checks to be provided as xslt file
· Validation CBDS version 1314.3.0 will contain all validation relevant to this collection, due to be released in September 2013.
3.1.7 Pupils who are new to an English/Welsh Based Education System 

(NEWBES):
· NEWBES guidance applies to FO, KS2, KS3, NRT and NNT. 
· There is no separate data collection for details of pupils who are NEWBES.
· Separate guidance is provided detailing the circumstance where a pupil who is NEWBES may be excluded from the calculation of aggregate school statistics. 

· All pupils who meet the criteria for exclusion from aggregate statistics must be flagged and a valid date of entry recorded in their pupil record. These pupils should be assessed, their assessment outcomes reported to parents and submitted in the pupil level NDC file.
· By correctly flagging the pupil record in the MIS to indicate that the pupil has NEWBES status and entering a valid date of entry (of within the previous two academic years) then results for NEWBES pupils will be excluded from school aggregate reports. WG provides functionality within the xslt reporting software provided to suppliers to exclude only pupils with a NEWBES status and date of entry within the valid period for exclusion from school results i.e. the pupil arrived in the UK on or after 1 September 2012. Validation checks that report errors for pupils with NEWBES status and invalid date of entry were removed in 2010 to allow a pupil’s record to retain the NEWBES flag for historical record.
Revisions
3.1.8 In the event of revisions being required, a new specification document will be provided with a new sequential version number.

3.1.9 A revised version of the pupil level CBDS, 1314.3.0,  will be released to clarify any changes made to the national curriculum orders and assessment requirements for 2013; this document will NOT be re-issued unless changes are made specifically to it. 

3.1.10 The Issues Log in section 2 summarises the amendments made in each new version.
xslt Validation and reporting

3.1.11 WG will provide xslt validation and reporting tools for use by all suppliers of school MIS providing NDC functionality. These files will be released to suppliers in the autumn term 2013.
4  Required functionality

The purpose of the software to which this specification applies is to facilitate the electronic collection of Foundation Phase (FP) assessments, National Curriculum end of KS TA, NNT and NRT from schools at pupil level. The collection of this data is referred to as the National Data Collection or NDC.

The software should form part of the basic or standard packages offered by suppliers to schools and should offer the functionality to:

Foundation Phase Outcome (FO), KS2 and KS3:

· Undertake data entry, through a simple data entry screen, of the assessment components indicated as required in the NDC components file.
· Undertake optional (at user’s discretion) additional data entry of assessment components indicated as optional in the NDC components file (e.g. at Attainment Target level).
· Calculate subject levels and other derived items from data provided where appropriate (See section 9).
· Utilise existing pupil information held within schools MIS to minimise burdens.  Provide a simple export routine to allow transfer of pupil assessment outcomes, in xml format, at the FO and KS2 and KS3 to the local authority, and export of pupil identifying data for KS4 and KS5.
· Produce pupil level and/or school level standard reports to meet statutory minimum reporting requirements. 

· For FO enable the option to enter information relating to pupil performance in language, literacy and communication skills in EITHER LCE or LCW
· For KS2 and KS3 enable the option to enter information relating to pupil performance in BOTH English and Cymraeg subjects – optional facility at individual school discretion.
· Resubmit data to correct errors beyond the end of the academic year.
NRT:

· Undertake data entry, through a simple data entry screen, of the assessment component indicated as required in the NDC components file.

· Provide a simple export routine to allow transfer of pupil NRT data (raw score, test paper sat and date of test), in xml format, for NC years 2 – 9.  

· Undertake optional (at user’s discretion) additional data entry of assessment components indicated as optional in the NDC components file (i.e. English language test data for Welsh language learners in NC year 3).

· Provide the facility to import, store year on year and access data converted in DEWi, i.e. standardised score, progress score and progress score difference – this is not a required functionality but would be beneficial to enable schools to use data alongside other assessment data for pupil tracking, monitoring and reporting.  
· Storing the progress score will also enable MIS to calculate the progress score difference should it be recommended that suppliers may wish to do so in future years.  In 2014 the progress score difference is being calculated in DEWi.  

NNT
· Undertake data entry, through a simple data entry screen, of the assessment component indicated as required in the NDC components file.

· Provide a simple export routine to allow transfer of pupil NNPT and NNRT data (raw score, test paper sat and date of test), in xml format, for NC years 2 – 9.  
· Provide the facility to import, store year on year and access data converted in DEWi, i.e. standardised score, progress score and progress score difference – this is not a required functionality but would be beneficial to enable schools to use data alongside other assessment data for pupil tracking, monitoring and reporting. 
· Storing the progress score will also enable MIS to calculate the progress score difference should it be recommended that suppliers do so in future years.  In 2014 the progress score difference is being calculated in DEWi.  
· Provide the facility to import, store and access NNPT standardised and progress scores for 2013.  This is not a required functionality but would be beneficial to enable schools to use data alongside other assessment data for pupil tracking, monitoring and reporting.

DEWi
Data Exchange Wales initiative (DEWi) provides on line, real time validation and secure file exchange / share functionality to all schools and local authorities in Wales. All schools will be required to upload their NDC files for FP, KS2 and KS3, NRT and NNT to the DEWi system from where local authorities will carry out initial validation before authorising the WG to download a copy of the validated file. Local authorities will be able to access the data for schools they maintain from the DEWi system. Schools will be able to download reports and converted scores for Reading  NRT and NNT tests from the DEWi system.
5 Notes on software requirements 
Allowable data values for each data item are indicated by the NAW Modular CBDS_Pupil_1314 v1.1.xls and NAW Modular CBDS_School_1314 v1.0.xls, and accompanying lookup tables (see example file section 12). 

Valid outcome codes for all National Curriculum Assessments in Wales are indicated in the NAW_A_COMP for academic year 2013/14. A summary of the valid TA, AT and TT outcome codes is provided at section 17.
School Output Files – FO, KS 2, 3, 4 and 5, and NRT and NNT.
5.1.1 Pupils taught in the appropriate NC year and on roll as at the second Tuesday in May of the year of assessment (for 2014 this is 13th May) must be included in the export of NDC data. The only valid NC years to be exported are:

· FO - pupils reaching the end of  their 2nd NC year 
· KS2 - pupils reaching the end of their 6th NC year
· KS3 - pupils reaching the end of their 9th NC year
· NRT - pupils in each NC year 2 to 9
· NNPT - pupils in each NC year 2 to 9
· NNRT - pupils in each NC year 2 to 9

Additionally within KS3 files:
· KS4 – pupils reaching the end of their 11th NC year and/or pupils aged 15 at 31st August 2013
· KS5 – pupils aged 17 at 31st August 2013
All pupils, including NEWBES pupils, in NC years 2 to 9 should be exported to NRT, NNT, FO, KS2 and KS3 NDC files as appropriate. 
For 2014, pupils in NC year 11 and/or aged 15 as at 31 August 2013 and pupils aged 17 as at 31 August 2013 should be included in the KS3 output file.

All pupils, excluding valid NEWBES pupils should be included in statutory aggregations for reporting at school level.

For suppliers to ensure that the correct group of pupils is presented for data collection and exported for dual registered pupils for NDC, they should select pupils where: 
·      NC year group is in the range 2 to 9 and<EnrolStatus> (100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’
Or
· NC year 11 and/or aged 15 as at 31 August 2013 and 
· <EnrolStatus> (100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’
Or 
· Pupils aged 17 as at 31 August 2013, and 
· <EnrolStatus> (100060) is equal to ‘M’ or ‘C’

Non core data is mandatory for reporting at pupil level at KS3.
Non core data for Welsh Second Language is optional for submission at pupil level at KS2 but is required for reporting to parents. Suppliers are requested to consider offering the facility for schools to enter the individual AT values for Welsh Second Language into their MIS, and for the MIS to calculate the subject level automatically from this data using the weightings included in the NAW_A_COMP extract.  See section 9 Key Stage 2 File Components for further details.

Presence of items is mandatory or optional as indicated in the output example file, section 12 and in the Components sections 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11.  
<NAWAssessment> should be repeated for each of the ATTAINMENT TARGET, SUBJECT and results required for the appropriate KS/ NC Year (see NDC Components at sections 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 for details of subject levels expected at each KS/ NC Year).
5.1.3 In the header, <AcademicYear> has been included to indicate the academic year (i.e. the calendar year in which the academic year of assessment commenced).

5.1.4 Output formats are provided as relevant to FO, KS2, KS3, NNT and NRT for files produced by school systems.
5.1.5 There is a separate container in the KS3 file requirements for the submission of pupil data for KS4 and KS5. The <Pupil> container should be repeated as many times as required, containing <NAWPupilIdentifiers> and <NAWPupilNDC> modules.  
User Requirements

5.1.6 Data entry facilities should exist for entry of the TA, NNT and NRT components included in the NDC. Every effort should be made to make data entry as simple and user friendly as possible reducing the need for training and support on specialist modules.
5.1.7 Systems should limit user selection options to only those relevant to the specific pupil group.

5.1.8 Systems should automatically present the pupils as per the appropriate NC year group, date on roll and enrolment status (see section 5.1.1 above). 
5.1.9 For FO, KS2 and KS3 users should not have the ability to select or deselect pupils outside of the specified group for export to the NDC process or for calculation of school level statistics.
5.1.10 For NRT and NNT users should not have the ability to deselect pupils outside of the specified group for export to the NDC process but may select additional pupils who joined the school after the specified date on roll.

5.1.11 Data entry facilities should form part of suppliers’ standard or basic bundles; the use of specialist or additional cost modules should be optional at school level. 
5.1.12 At KS2 and KS3 attainment target data is required for some core subjects and is optional for some non-core subjects. Software should offer functionality to record data at attainment target level and automatically calculate subject levels.

5.1.15 Additional information including sample report layouts is provided in the National Data Collection and Reporting Arrangements document, which will be available on the WG website in due course.
5.1.16 Welsh language users of some software have identified a need to have input screens in dual language. Translations will be provided on request and suppliers are requested to consider offering Welsh language versions where possible.
5.1.17 Reports should use the correct number of pupils according to FP, KS, NNT and NRT and language as the denominator when calculating percentages for aggregate reporting. 
· At FO, where pupils have been assessed in LCW the number of pupils with a valid LCW TA should be used as the denominator. Where pupils have been assessed in LCE the number of pupils with a valid LCE TA should be used as the denominator
· At KS2 and KS3 the whole cohort of pupils eligible for assessment should be used as the denominator for ENGLISH

Due to different approaches used by suppliers and to ensure consistency in reporting in both languages, suppliers may choose how best to denote CSI /FPOI attainment to suit their system, providing it is made clear to parents what is being reported.

Notes on the preparation of comparative reports

The statutory requirement is for schools to include in their reports to parents, Governors Annual Report and School Prospectus the most recent Comparative Report provided, via DEWi, to schools by WG.
MIS suppliers should note, therefore, that any comparative reports they opt to provide will not satisfy the statutory requirement for reporting comparative information.

16.1.2  KS2 and KS3

At KS2 and KS3, some of the cohort within a single school may study Welsh first language; these pupils will be assessed for Cymraeg and also given a TA for English. Hence the denominator when calculating the percentages for aggregate reporting will be the number of pupils with a valid TA for Cymraeg or the whole cohort for English. For example:


· All reports should be available in both English and Welsh.

· When reporting aggregates, percentages should be rounded to the nearest whole number. NB: 0.5 rounds up.

· At KS2, to avoid issues of disclosure, performance at levels 6, 7, 8 and EP are reported as one figure under the heading of ‘Level 6+’ or ‘Level 6 or above’.

· Whilst the statutory requirement for reporting to parents on individual pupil performance does not require ALL attainment target information to be reported, schools are expected to be able to comply with a request to provide this information within 15 school days of receipt of the request. As such, suppliers may wish to offer additional functionality to report all attainment target information where entered.
· Pupils reaching the end of KS2 or KS3 will be assessed against the new National Curriculum orders. Assessment, reporting and NDC for these pupils may result in the recording of National Curriculum Outcomes 1, 2 or 3.
In order to avoid confusion for school staff recording and reporting this information, and to minimise impact on suppliers, C, B, and A are used to represent the National Curriculum Outcomes 1, 2 and 3 within software functionality.
In reaching agreement for use of single character alpha codes, policy colleagues have been clear that reporting of these outcomes, to parents in individual pupil reports and at aggregated level, must ‘translate’ the C/B/A administrative codes to the full ‘National Curriculum Outcome 1/2/3’ description as appropriate, in reporting and on screen reference.
· Calculation of statutory reports should EXCLUDE data for pupils legitimately marked as NEWBES with a valid date of entry in their pupil record. Their results should be omitted and they should NOT be included in the pupil denominator. For example:

Individual Pupil Reports

It is the duty of the head teacher to ensure that, FO assessment, National Curriculum TA, NNT and NRT results are reported to parents by the end of the summer term in the academic year of assessment.

Reports to parents should be available within standard software in both English and Welsh.  Provision of all other reports in English and Welsh is optional at the discretion of individual suppliers although we are aware that schools and local authorities would welcome this functionality.

Where pupils reaching the end of FP in academic year 2013/14 are assessed against the FO in the three relevant AOL, this must be no later than 20 working days before the end of the summer term.  The report must also have the option to be able to include a narrative comment on these attainments. 
The report must also include a narrative comment on the child’s progress in the remaining four AOL; there is no requirement to ascribe an outcome to these AOL. 

Where pupils reaching the end of KS2 or KS3 in academic year 2013/14 are assessed against the National Curriculum orders with National Curriculum Outcomes 1, 2 or 3 recorded, the full ‘National Curriculum Outcome 1/2/3’ description must be included in the reports to parents with no reference to the administrative codes C/B/A.

School Comparative Report

Schools are required to provide parents with comparative information showing the school aggregate performance against the national results in the preceding academic year. This information should also be presented in the school’s prospectus.

The school’s Governing Body is required to include this information in their Annual Report to Parents.

Comparative data should be presented in terms of the percentage of pupils achieving each level as per the examples below but excluding all results for pupils legitimately marked as NEWBES from both results and denominator.
Users in Wales have expressed a need to show gender splits within the comparative reports. This does not form part of the required functionality but is brought to the attention of suppliers in order that they may consider provision of this functionality to assist their users.
Following successful piloting of graphical reports via the DEWi system in 2008 the new style reports have been rolled out. 

Two levels of reporting will be provided via DEWi in 2014:
· At time of upload of completed NDC file, schools will be able to download a graphic comparative report showing their results against local authority and national results for 2013.
· On completion of the collection and validation period, schools will be able to access an updated graphical comparative report showing their results against 2014 local authority and national results. This second report will also include 2014 benchmarked performance for the school.

Both reports will also provide school performance over time (5 years) for each individual school.

Samples of the reports to be produced in 2014 at Annex A and Annex B, which are published separately in the NDC Reporting Arrangements. 
There is no expectation that school software will be able to produce these graphical reports, given the inclusion of results over time and benchmark analysis.

School B has 70 pupils being assessed at the end of KS3





20 pupils are assessed for Cymraeg first language of which 3 are assessed at Level 4, 10 are assessed at Level 5, and 7 at Level 6





The denominator for calculating percentage at each level is 20, therefore:





15% are at level 4 (3 / 20 *100)


50% are at level 5 (10 /20 * 100)


35% are at level 6 (7 / 20 * 100)





All 70 pupils receive a teacher assessment for English of which 2 are assessed as level ‘C’ (National Curriculum Outcome 1), 3 are assessed at Level 2, 14 are assessed at Level 4, 41 are assessed at Level 5, and 10 at Level 6.





The denominator for calculating percentage at each level is 70, therefore:





3% are at level C (National Curriculum Outcome 1) (2 / 70 *100)


4% are at level 2 (3 / 70 *100)


20% are at level 4 (14 / 70 * 100)


59% are at level 5 (41 / 70 * 100)


14% are at level 6 (10 / 70 * 100)
